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Oldest cross-country trophy
race in Scotland?

1 Hawick_ i}doqr Racecourse is the annual venue for what
in all probability is the oldest cross-country club trophy race
still in existence in Scotland.

In 1894, today’s host club, Teviotdale Harriers, staged a
three-mile event of four laps of the racecourse for a magnificent
36-inch-high trophy donated by patrons of the Hawick club
and known simply as Teviotdale Harriers Cup. The inaugural
race was to have been held on 31st March but was postponed
until 7th April when it was discovered that this would clash
with the Gala v, Hawick rugby match! Among 12 rules drawn
up in 1894 for the event is one which states: Should the club
become defunct, the committee shall sell the Cup and remit
the proceeds to Hawick Cottage Hospital.

It has always been the aim of members of Teviotdale
Harriers to win the coveted Cup and it is true to say this
“blue riband” of the Hawick club races, now approaching its
100th anniversary, takes preference over winning the club
championship!

The record for the event is held by lan Elliot at 14 minutes
28 seconds, set in 1975; Grant Moyes, holder in 1987 at the
age of 48, is thought to be the oldest Harrier ever to win;
while Bill Yule has the distinction of a record number of
successes, winning in 1955, 1968, 1970 and 1973.
